Mathematics: Modelling fractions and collections of fractions, reading and drawing analogue clocks, identifying
properties of and labelling 3D shapes, and introducing angles.

Awards: Tairei Tunnage for an evocative start to her story set in WW1: Emalyn Auckram for her attentive
listening to the strategies used by others to solve fraction problems and identifying a strategy she could try the
next day - such a great learning behaviour.

Tobias Barrett for approaching the challenging fractions unit with an open and positive frame of mind and
attending to the aspects that were points of learning for him and then presenting accurately at the end of the
session: Noah Romeril for a persistent, positive and systematic approach to a recent test which produced a
much improved result.

Congratulations to all students for their fantastic efforts during the drumming experience last week. The attention
to the rhythms and techniques was excellent - and very good for their brains! Thank you to all the parents who
were able to come and join us on Thursday evening - it was wonderful to see young and old grooving to the samba
rhythms!

In English this week we are completing the publishing of the information reports and writing our final narrative for
the year. In reading we have a focus on vocabulary - we had an interesting discussion yesterday about the
difference in meaning between injured and maimed which came up in Storm Boy.

In Maths we continue work to consolidate the idea that a fraction is an equal part of a whole. We are counting by
fractional parts to consolidate fluency, using reasoning to identify relationships between fractions and using
pattern blocks to build our mental images of fractions. Terms such as rhombus, trapezium and hexagon are used
with increasing confidence as students describe and explain their ideas. We are also incidentally exploring
symmetry. Later in the week we work on place value. Wipeout has been a popular game in this aspect of
mathematics.
