Congratulations also to Emily Jackson and Marshal Jessep on their election as our Junior School Council
representatives. They had their first meeting last Thursday and impressively called for a class meeting the same
day to gather ideas for fundraising this term.

It was lovely to have Alicia, Claire and Melinda come in and hear students read last week. Having an adult to read
to helps students to use the quiet reading time purposefully and they are able to respond to the feedback and
assistance given to them as they develop their reading skills. Our specialist timetable now means we begin with
quiet reading every Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday mornings. If you can join us and hear children
reading that would be of enormous value to our students.

oLearning Together, Succeeding To
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This week, Rachel, a Speech Pathologist, begins working with the 1/2 team on Thursday mornings as we develop a
model for supporting students to master digraphs in spelling - 2 letters that together make 1 sound, eg. /ea/, /oa/,
/th/. Making the choice between various spelling possibilities is often tricky and we are keen to find a strong way to
assist students in this aspect of their spelling and, by extension, their written communication.

This week in Literacy we begin to really focus on reading and interpreting the text in our mentor picture story book,
Big Rain Coming. We play with words from our guided reading texts, changing the onset to make some word
trains, eg. pot, hot, not, spot, knot, etc. We continue to explore syllables, the rhythm behind our spoken words. We
write a recount of an imaginary weekend - a dream weekend - which should be interesting reading if our drawings
last week are any indication!

In Maths we begin a sequence of tasks that focuses on building knowledge of the predictable way numbers
combine to make other numbers. We will start with the 'friends of ten' and extend to numbers beyond ten.

GRADE 3/4 M NEWS

mistakes in reading so that others could learn. This is not easy to do but helps us all become better readers. My
second award went to lvy Schubert for overcoming her maths struggle and completing her challenging tasks. My
thrdawar d went to Acacia Tunnage for displaying the value
classroom.

My big focus for the children this week is reading fluency. Reading fluency is not about reading fast. Reading
fluency is about reading word accurately and with meaning. It is about understanding what we are reading and
being able to read as if we are the character talking. It is also about reading because we want to. During
independent reading this week, students will be reading picture books and practising reading these books
accurately and with expression to a partner. Research indicates that children become more fluent by reading lots or
having heard high volumes of reading. Fluency is also supported by reading texts with high accuracy. As a child
who struggled to enjoy reading, | want all the children in my class to enjoy reading. | honestly believe this can be
achieved by reading more books and reading books that the children find easy and enjoyable to read. Please
support your children at home by listening to them read the books that they choose or want to read.

Just a reminder that head-lice has been detected in our classroom. This is not unusual in school. If you do find that
your child has evidence of head-lice, please remember that the best results are obtained by treating your child
weekly for three weeks. Ways to prevent head-lice include tying long hair up and/or spraying with hairspray.
Parent-teacher conversations are scheduled for next week. If this does not suit you, please either let me know or
contact the office. | am happy to make alternative arrangements to fit in with you.

This week we have established Reading Workshop sessions, learning the expectations and requirements of this
time. Students have further consolidated their ability to make connections with events in a text and are improving in
thinking and responding to this connection. We have focused on making deeper connections that involve emotions
and feelings.

In writing, we have investigated what a successful narrative would include and are well on our way creating some
amazing, exciting pieces. Mini-lessons this week will focus on how to build up the suspense in a story and hook the
reader in from the very start.

Word study homework will begin this week, as well as continuing with reading nightly. The students will have a
homework book with a variety of spelling tasks included to practise their word study words in. This homework book
only needs to be returned to school by the second Friday; giving students 2 weeks to complete one or two spelling
tasks. Each task will onlytakeabout 10 mi nut es. Practising at home suppo
and construction of new words and helps build their vocabulary.
