The students did a great job working in pairs and presenting information about what to do before,
during and after a weather incident, such as a flood, fire and cyclone.

Literature circle groups continue this week and the students will continue to respond to their reading through
their journal reflections and reading responses. Students are expected to be reading their text at home,
ensuring they keep up with their group's schedule. Our Mentor text Pannikin and Pinta will be used this week
as a springboard to writing. We will be examining in detail the techniques used by the author and try to use
similar techniques to enhance our writing.

We will also be completing our testing in maths this week. Our maths focus is still decimals and linking them
into percentages. We will continue to build student knowledge - through a variety of maths games and
challenging tasks - which will build the skills and knowledge to assist in the investigations in science over the
next few weeks.

Our Transition program started with visits last week from Lakes Entrance and Bairnsdale Secondary
Colleges. Staff from Nagle College will also be visiting TAPS soon to meet the students and answer
questions before the students visit their respective schools in December.

Yesterday Matt from the Marine Mammal Conservation Foundation presented a fascinating session to both
classes about the amazing Burranum dolphins that are a unique species to the Gippsland Lakes and Port
Phillip Bay. We learnt about the research that is being carried out to look after the 65 dolphins that are left in
the Gippsland Lakes, such as how they are identified and counted. Another big take away was how we as
individuals can take action to protect the Lakes, the dolphins and other marine mammals that live there.
